	Presentation:-

2) Reinforcing the grammar
· practice in differentiating between present simple and present continuous

	Assumes prior learning has covered the vocabulary and grammar involved in the lesson.

Vocabulary has already been reinforced in the haiku exercise. 

Use this stage to reinforce the grammar.

Discuss the present simple and present continuous. Ask class to turn notes face down. Write say 6 short sentences in these tenses on the board three in each tense. Class to say which tense.

· reading and pronunciation practice
Prepare written answers to the questions on the:
Stone Forest Worksheet

· written interpretation

· written answers
Test of Comprehension

Report back at conclusion of the exercise.

	Issue individual paper copies of the:

Use a version with the colour coding of tenses removed
All read out the text together paying particular attention to syllables.
Divide class into pairs to study the text and issue paper copies of the:
Stone Forest Worksheet
Lead a plenary session with pairs reporting back. Make sure all individuals play an active part.
