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haiku exercise   (reading/understanding/syllables/simple poetry)

questions:-
· what does the last line mean (why will the fish soon be warm and dry)?

· what are syllables?

· what is a haiku?

haiku is a poem having:-

· three lines

· a reference to nature (fish)

· a contrast (rain, pond – dry)

· a 5/7/5 structure (line 1 = 5 syllables etc)

(note: might also mention other rules often used eg strong reference to one of the four seasons)
