· I drive a car to work
(most verbs are full verbs)
2) modal verbs
· I can drive a car
     (the modal verbs can, could, may, might, must, ought to, shall, should, will, would, add meaning to full verbs) 

3) auxiliary verbs (do, be, have)
· I am driving the car tomorrow
(tense)
· Do you drive a car to work?
(question)
· I haven't got a car
(negative)
